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ADMISSION POLICY OF lIMs: Each [IM admits students independently. The Common Admission Test (CAT) is conducted
jointly by IIMs. However, each IIM follows its own admission process, independent of the other [IMs. It should be noted that
performance in CAT is one of several inputs used by IIMs to judge the suitability of a candidate, first for group discussion
and/or interview and then for final selection.The IIM to which the candidate has applied, evaluates the candidate in each of a
set of different areas of achievement, including CAT performance.Each IIM independently decides what weightages should
be given to the various areas. Admission process followed by each IIM is given in the respective institutional profile.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENT: If an applicant is inadvertently allowed to take the CAT in violation of the admission
requirements (eligibility criteria) of the [IMs, he/she cannot, at a later date, use that as a right to claim that he/she meets the
eligibility requirements of the lIMs.

SCHOLARSHIPS/FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE: It is the endeavour of all IIMs that no student be denied opportunity to
pursue the Post-Graduate Programme in Management for want of adequate financial resources. Substantial need-based
scholarships are available for students belonging to economically disadvantaged families. (Please see the Brief Institutional
Profiles in this Bulletin for details.)

CAT SCORECARD: All the eligible candidates who take CAT 2008 will receive CAT scorecards by mid-January 2009, by mail,
from the IIM to which they had sent their CAT Application Forms. The scorecard will be valid only for one year. A candidate
who loses his/her scorecard during the year may obtain a duplicate card on payment of Rs. 250/- by Demand Draft, from
the IIM that had mailed the original scorecard.

NON-IIM INSTITUTIONS: Institutions, other than the 1IMs, which also use CAT scores for their admission process, will be
provided CAT scores of the candidates who have applied to them, along with suggested guidelines on how to use the
scores. [IMs do not have any role, other than providing CAT scores, in the admission processes of these institutions. [IMs do
not ascertain the quality of programme/degree offered by these institutions before agreeing to provide CAT scores.

NON-REFUND OF CAT APPLICATION FEE: Please note that claims for refund of the CAT Application Fee will NOT be
entertained.

In case of the candidates being awarded
grades/CGPA instead of marks, the equivalence would be based on the equivalence certified by the university/
institution from where they have obtained bachelor’s degree. In case the university/ institution does not have
any scheme for converting CGPA into equivalent marks, the equivalence would be established by the [IMs by
dividing obtained CGPA with the maximum possible CGPA and multiplying the resultant with 100.

Candidates appearing for the final year bachelor’s degree / equivalent qualification examination and those who
have completed degree requirement and are awaiting results can also apply. Such candidates must produce a

Those applying to the Fellow Programme in Management should have scored more than 50% mark in their bachelor’s degree
to be considered for selection to the Fellow Programme in Management.

CAT scores of CAT 2006, 2007 and 2008 are considered valid for application to the Fellow Programme in Management in
2009.

Candidates will be short listed and called for an interview at Ahmedabad during March-April 2009 for final selection on the
basis of their performance in CAT or the standard test in lieu of CAT, academic background, and experience.

Fellowship and Expenses

IIMA provides a comprehensive fellowship that covers all academic expenses including tuition, computer, library, medical
insurance for self, spouse and kids, placement and alumni fees, and in addition includes a monthly subsistence allowance of
Rs.15000/- (Stipend + Food Allowance). For meritorious students of the first year (those in the top quartile of the class that
includes Post-graduate Programme students), the fellowship increases by Rs. 3,000 per month from the second year; and
for those who are in the ‘Industry-scholarship range’ (very good academic performance in the first year), it increases by Rs.

1 The candidate must hold a Bachelor’s Degree of any of the universities incorporated by an act of the central or state
legislature in India or other educational institutions established by an act of Parliament or declared to be deemed
as a university under section 3 of UGC Act, 1956 or possess an equivalent qualification recognized by the Ministry of
HRD, Government of India.

The Institute publishes the IIMB Management Review (IMR), a quarterly refereed journal, featuring conceptually sound and
methodologically rigorous articles, with a strong focus on application. IMR’s other popular features include the interviews,
research-based and insightful articles and the Round Table Discussion.

Faculty

The Institute has over eighty faculty members with rich and varied academic and industry backgrounds. In addition,
distinguished academicians and practitioners from India and abroad are invited to participate, as guest faculty. IMB faculty
members have contributed immensely to the development of management knowledge both in India and abroad, and are
amongst the most sought-after, for training and consulting assignments in the corporate world.

Infrastructure and Facilities

The Library

The library has access to 57 e-resources and 254 e-books
from Elsevier Science & Cambridge University Press and subscribes to 720 print journals, 1200 e-journals,and 27 newspapers.
Apart from this, more than 35,000 full-text journal titles are available in the databases subscribed to by the library. It also
receives around 200 Newsletters and has 2200 Annual Reports from public and private organisations.The Non-book materials
collection includes 4180 CDs, 700 CDs with books, 420 Video Cassettes, 415 VCDs & DVDs and 235 Audio Cassettes.

The Computer Centre

IIMB has one of the finest computing environments among management institutions in the country. The campus network,
which is Wi-Fi enabled, links the computing resources in the faculty offices, student labs, administrative units, student
hostel rooms and the Management Development Centre. The network infrastructure is based on a gigabit support fibre
optic backbone. The library system (Libsys) and the CD mirroring server with full-text journal articles in electronic form are
also accessible through the net. A dedicated 8 MBPS link from Bharti-Airtel, 6 MBPS link from STPI and another 12 MBPS
link from Pacnet provide full Internet access to every desktop in the campus. A high-end Compagq Proliant server powers
SAP applications. Another cluster of servers on a virtual platform hosts different applications. Video conferencing facility is
also available. The Institute software environment includes Oracle DBMS, MS Office, SPSS, SAS, CPLEX optimisation software,
simulation languages, and visual and object-oriented languages such as Visual Basic, Visual C++ and Java among others.
Access to corporate databases such as the CMIE and VANS databases are also available over the network.

Hostel Facilities

The hostel blocks are located just a stone’s throw from the academic area. Each hostel floor has a telephone and three STD
booths are conveniently located in the complex. Each hostel block has a washing machine, and there are common laundry
and ironing facilities. The hostel complex is provided with a gymnasium, a pool table and a large recreation room equipped
with a large-screen TV and a DVD player.

Other Facilities

Other conveniently located facilities on campus include a coffee shop and grocery store, courier service, airline and railway
travel agency, a Citibank ATM, SBI ATM and an extension counter of the State Bank of Mysore.

There is a large open-air amphitheatre, which is used for most events. There is also a 300- seat air-conditioned auditorium
fitted with state-of-the-art equipment. There is a full-sized sports ground for football and cricket, and an indoor badminton
court.

Extra-curricular Activities

The IIMB student body has launched several initiatives to interact with industry and other educational institutions in the
country. The Forum for Industrial Interaction (FIl) organises VISTA, an invitation seminar, and a ‘Distinguished Lecture Series.
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VIKASANA, the social service club, serves the local community. NETWORTH (Finance Club), MaSh (Marketing Club), ICON
(Consulting Club), START UP (Entrepreneurship Club), and SIGMA (Systems Club) are student clubs that organise several
events during the year.

Cultural activities do not take a back seat at IIMB. The Students Cultural Committee organises an Intra-1IMB cultural festival,
and UNMAAD, the popular and much-awaited all-India Inter-college cultural festival that attracts participation from colleges
and institutes across the country. The committee also organises musical evenings, plays and laser disc film shows in the
open-air theatres to ensure that there is never a dull moment on campus. [IMB students also participate in national and
international festivals and competitions and have won numerous laurels over the years.

POST-GRADUATE PROGRAMME IN MANAGEMENT

The two-year Post-Graduate Programme in Management (PGP) is designed as a full-time residential course for graduates
who wish to pursue careers in management.

Eligibility and Selection

The candidate should be eligible to appear for CAT-2008 as detailed in page no.VI of this bulletin. A candidate who isappearing
for the final year of bachelor’s degree/equivalent qualification, if selected, will be allowed to join the programme provisionally,
only, if he/she submits a certificate latest by June 30, 2009 from the Principal/Registrar of his/her college/institute (issued
on or before June 30, 2009), stating that the candidate has completed all the requirements (the results may, however, be
awaited) for obtaining the bachelor’s degree/equivalent qualification on the date of issue of the certificate. The admission
will be confirmed only when the candidate submits the mark sheet and a certificate of having passed the bachelor’s degree/
equivalent qualification, referred to in the certificate issued by the Principal/Registrar with at least 50% marks (45% in the
case of candidates belonging to SC/ST/PWD category). The deadline for submission of the mark sheet and the certificate is
December 31,2009. Non-fulfilment of this condition will automatically result in the cancellation of the provisional admission.
IIMs would not allow any candidate to join their programme in case the candidate is unable to complete all the requirements
for a bachelor’s degree/equivalent on or before June 30,2009.The IIMs would also not offer admission to any candidate after
June 30,2009.

Candidates are short listed for the interview on the basis of their performance in the Common Admission Test (CAT), their
scholastic record - including secondary, higher secondary, under-graduate, post-graduate, professional certification - and
relevant work experience. Final selection is based on all of the above parameters, as well as their performance in a group
discussion,a written summary of the group discussion, a personal interview and letters of reference from three teachers and/
or superiors who know the candidate well. Further information about the selection process is available on the [IMB website.

The CAT score is but one of the inputs at every stage of the selection process. It is possible for a candidate with a lower CAT
score to be selected for the interview and group discussion, and be offered admission, in preference to a candidate with a
higher CAT score on account of better performance in other criteria mentioned above. If a candidate, or someone else on his/
her behalf, attempts to influence the selection process by any means at any stage of the process, he/she will be barred from
the selection process. Further, if a candidate produces false information at any stage in the application process, he/she will be
barred from the rest of the process. Every claim made in the application, at the time of taking the CAT and in the subsequent
formal application to [IMB, will have to be supported by formal documentation at the interview and registration stages.
IIMB retains the right to verify the authenticity of any document that a candidate might provide. If information submitted
is found to be false, at any time even after a student is admitted to the programme, he/she will be asked to withdraw from
the programme. All disputes, if any, emerging out of decisions related to the post graduate programmes of IIMB during the
admission process and the duration of studentship will be subject to the jurisdiction of the courts in Bangalore.

Curriculum

The focus of the current PGP curriculum is on developing managers who are able to adapt to the fast-changing world around
them, without losing sight of values and ethos. The curriculum was recently revised to ensure that it meets current Indian
and global requirements. It places great emphasis on the ability of the student to take an integrated view on managerial
problems and imbibe and cultivate an international orientation.

In the first year, students take a compulsory package of courses in functional areas of management such as finance,
marketing and production, and supporting disciplines such as behavioural sciences, economics, managerial communication
and quantitative methods, and a capstone course in corporate strategy. In addition, all students take three elective courses
in areas of their interest in the third term of the first year. At the end of the first year, all students are required to work in an
organisation for at least eight weeks on a summer project.
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Candidates appearing for the final bachelor’s degree / equivalent qualification examination can also apply. Such candidates
must produce a certificate from the Principal/Head of the Department/Registrar/Director of the university/ institution
certifying that the candidate has obtained 50% marks or equivalent (45% in case of the candidates belonging to Scheduled
Caste/ Scheduled Tribe or Persons with Disability category) based on latest available grades/marks. Such candidates, if
selected, will be allowed to join the programme provisionally only if they submit a certificate latest by June 30, 2009 from
the Principal/Registrar of their college/institute (issued on or before June 30, 2009) stating that they have completed all the
requirements (the results may, however, be awaited) for obtaining the bachelor’s degree/ equivalent qualification on the
date of issue of the certificate. Their admission will be confirmed only when they submit the mark sheet and a certificate
of having passed the bachelor’s degree / equivalent qualification referred to in the certificate issued by Principal/Registrar
of their college/institute. The deadline for submission of the mark sheet and the certificate is December 31, 2009. Non-
fulfillment of this condition will automatically result in the cancellation of the provisional admission. lIMs would not allow any
candidate to join their programme in case the candidate is unable to complete all the requirements for a bachelor degree on
or before June 30,2009.The [IMs would also not offer admission to any candidate after June 30, 2009.

Selection

Selection to the Post-Graduate Programme is based on criteria which include the candidate’s performance in CAT, academic
record, work experience and performance in GD and interviews.

Reserved Seats

As per the Government of India requirement 27%, 15% and 7%:% seats are reserved for OBC, SC and ST candidates,
respectively.

3% seats are reserved for Persons with Disability (PWD). The three categories of disability are: a) low-vision/blindness,
b) hearing impairment, and c) locomotor disability/cerebral palsy.

Profile of Past Students

Past students of the Institute’s Post-Graduate Programme have come from disciplines such as the arts, science,commerce and
professional courses such as engineering. A large number of them have had significant achievements in extra-curricular
activity. In most of the years, the batches comprised of a mix of fresh graduates and candidates with work experience.

Curriculum
The course is spread over six terms of about three months each. It is divided into

1 The Core Curriculum: The PGP concentrates on subjects in diverse functional areas during the first year, equipping the
student with basic skills and knowledge needed at the managerial level in any organization. It consists of compulsory
subjects which cover the various functional areas of Finance, Accounting and Control, Marketing, Organizational
Behaviour, Information Technology and Operations as well as legal and environmental issues in management.
Applications of basic principles of economics, behavioural sciences, information technology and mathematics and
statistics are also included in the core curriculum.

2. Summer Internship: At the end of the first year, the students undergo an industry internship or summer training for
a duration of 8-10 weeks with an organization. An integral part of the PGP course, summer internships consist of
projects designed to provide students an opportunity to put their learning into practice, while enabling them to
use quality managers-in-the-making for real life short-term assignments. The internship also serves as an important
experiential channel for students to move towards finalizing their preferences on various specializations. Attractive
compensations are offered to the interns and Pre-Placement Offers (PPOs) are also made by the companies after the
internship period to eligible candidates.

3. Electives: The second year provides the opportunity to reach greater depths of skills and competence in chosen areas,
with the possibility of majoring and minoring in the functional areas. Apart from the two compulsory courses, the
students select courses in their area of interest, and have an option of dual specialization. Electives are offered in
Finance, Marketing, Information Technology and Systems, Operations Management, Strategy and Organizational
Behaviour & HRD. The students can choose courses from any or all of these streams. If at least 15 credits are chosen
from any one area, the student is deemed to have majored in that branch of management. Typically, choices are
made from at least two streams so as to major in two areas, thus obtaining a ‘dual’ specialization. Students choosing
between 9 and 14 credits in any of the specializations will be considered as having a minor in that specialization.
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The PGP course is very flexible and students will have an opportunity not only to credit the elective courses being offered, but
also to audit some courses. In addition, the students may also choose project courses the credits of which are also considered
for deciding the specialization. Looking at the industry requirement, new courses in various areas are also offered every
year.

International Exchange Programme

Indian Institute of Management Kozhikode believes that to create world class professionals international exposure is
important. International exposure leads to cultural awareness, foreign language proficiency and understanding the world
marketplace. It is on this idea IIMK has embarked upon International Exchange Programmes, student exchange as well as
faculty exchange.

Currently IIMK has student exchange partnerships with, among others, ESCP-EAP European School of Management, Paris;
The European Business School, Oestrich Winkel, Germany; Jonkdping International Business School, Sweden; Royal Holloway,
University of London; Bocconi University, Milano, Italy; Queensland University of Technology, Brisbane, Australia; and
Copenhagen Business School, Denmark. Further, IMK also has a Research exchange programme with Victoria University of
Wellington, New Zealand. A number of collaborative arrangements are presently in the pipeline. Students normally go on
the exchange visit during the fifth term of the second year. The selection to be a participant in the IIMK international students
exchange programme is a highly competitive one, with academic performance being the main criteria for selection.

During the year 2007-08, 17 students spent a term in our partner universities abroad. This year 23 students have been
nominated for exchange visit to different universities abroad. Similarly 13 students from our partner universities are likely to
study in lIMK during the current academic year. Under the partnership alliance with Victoria University of Wellington, New
Zealand, every year one or two faculty members from each institution make exchange visits to do collaborative research and
teaching for a term.

Method of Instruction

The method of instruction is a blend of lectures, case analysis, experiential and interactive exercises, and project work.

Diploma

Successful candidates are awarded the Post Graduate Diploma in Management by the Institute.

Placements

The Institute’s Placement Office assists the PGP and FPM students in getting responsible managerial positions in public and
private sector and multinational companies through the campus recruitment programme. The Lateral and Final Placements
give organizations a chance to recruit some of the brightest potential managers right from campus thus giving an edge to
their human resource pool. Lateral is an avenue for companies to recruit students with substantial relevant work experience.
Final placements are an avenue for companies to pick future business leaders from the richest management talent pool in
the country.

IIM Kozhikode witnessed its best ever placements season, with the batch of 178 students bagged 402 offers from 105 premier
recruiters scripting an unprecedented success story at Final Placements 2008. The average salary registered a 16% hike to
Rs.14.83/- lac per annum and the highest domestic salary shot up by 28% to Rs.29 lac per annum. Meanwhile, the highest
international salary recorded a phenomenal jump of 60% to USD 175,000 per annum. The most astonishing fact to put on
record is that 90% of the batch signed out with offers well in excess of Rs.10 lac and above. As an endorsement to 1IMK’s
increasing global footprint, a total of 23 international offers were made with plum roles based out of the US, Europe, Middle
East, Latin America, & South-East Asia. Further, [IM Kozhikode also strengthened its impressive list of recruiters by initiating
relationship with 45 new companies.

The Summer Internship Programme, comprises a minimum 8 week of assignment in the corporate world is an integral part
of Post Graduate Programme and the Fellow Programme in Management. This internship programme at the organization
provides students and organizations a mutual learning opportunity. Summer Placements 2008 saw participation from 66
top recruiters from India and abroad, and distinct trend witnessed was the wide variety of exclusive roles offered by various
recruiters.

Fees

Yearly expenses on tuition, library, computer, teaching material and hostel accommodation presently total up to Rs 3,00,000
for the first year and Rs 3,00,000 for the second year. Boarding charges are in addition to this.
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Scholarships/Financial Assistance:

Merit scholarships are awarded by the Institute to first and second year students on the basis of their performance during
one academic year, as determined by their CGPA. Scholarships/awards are also offered by benefactors like Sir Ratan Tata
Trust, HCIL, O.P Jindal Group etc.

Need based financial assistance is also provided to all the eligible students during the first and second year of the
programme.

1IM Kozhikode will
conduct its interviews in Bangalore, Kolkata, Kozhikode, Mumbai and New Delhi.

FELLOW PROGRAMME IN MANAGEMENT

The Fellow Programme in Management (FPM), Doctoral Programme of the Indian Institute of Management Kozhikode,
commenced from the academic year 2007-08. The FPM programme of [IMK aims at developing top quality researchers/
faculty resources/management experts/thinkers for the society.

Admission Process

The admission to FPM of [IMK will be open to all Indian citizens, Non-Resident Indians, Persons of Indian Origin and foreigners.
Admission will be based on academic qualifications, performance in the qualifying examination, personal interviews and
work experience. Candidates will be assessed for their intellectual abilities and research aptitude.

Eligibility
(i) The candidates should possess one of the following qualifications.

1 Post-Graduate degree or equivalent in any discipline (including M.A, M.Sc., M.Com, MBA, MCA, M.Tech) with at least
55% marks or equivalent CGPA.

2. Professional qualifications of CA, ICWA and CS with at least 50% marks or equivalent.
3. Professional qualifications such as MBBS and LLB with at least 55% marks or equivalent CGPA.
4. Engineering degrees, viz., B.Tech and BE, with at least 60% marks or equivalent CGPA.

Those who are appearing for their final examinations for the above qualifications in 2008-09 are also eligible to
apply. However, their final selection will be subject to successful completion of all requirements for the qualification
latest by June 30, 2009.

(ii) Areas offering FPM in 2009-10 and the Qualifying Examination: A candidate applying for FPM of IIMK should have a
valid test score not older than two years from the date of application in any of the following tests shown against each area
of specialisation:
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SI. No. Area of Specialisation Qualifying Tests

1 Information Technology & Systems CAT and GATE

2. Marketing CAT and UGC/CSIR JRF

3. Organisational Behaviour & Human Resources CAT, GMAT, GRE, UGC JRF

4. Quantitative Methods & Operations Management CAT, GMAT/GRE, UGC/CSIR JRF, GATE
5. Strategic Management

Candidates possessing PGDM of 1IMs with a minimum CGPA of 2.5 out of 4.33 or equivalent will be eligible for applying
directly, i.e., without again taking a qualifying examination.

IIMK encourages applications from Non-Resident Indians, Persons of Indian origin and foreign citizens. Such candidates should
have a valid GMAT/GRE score of not older than 2 years from the date of application.

(iii) Personal Interview: Short-listed candidates will be called for personal interview at IIMK (or any other venue fixed by the
Institute) on a suitable date. During the interview, the candidates will be assessed for their intellectual abilities and research
aptitude as well as their interest in management discipline.

Financial Aid

Fellowship: All Indian residents joining the Fellow Programme will be given a fellowship of Rs.12000/- per month. The top
performers among the Fellow participants will be given an additional merit-based fellowship of Rs.6000/- per month from
the second year onwards. In case a participant receives a scholarship/fellowship from any other agency, s/he will be free to
chose between that and the IIMK Fellowship.

Contingency Grant: A contingency grant of Rs.90000/- will be available to each Fellow participant for the whole duration of
the programme and up to Rs.30000/- of this grant could be used for buying computers and accessories.

Participants receiving Fellowship are not charged tuition and other related fees. They will, however, be required to pay mess
charges and certain other fees such as admission offer acceptance fee, alumni association fee and placement fee. Family
accommodation charges and electricity and water charges may be applicable if family accommodation is availed of.

Participants joining the Fellow Programme under other categories (NRI, PIO and foreign citizens) will not be eligible for any
fellowship or contingency grant from the Institute. Further, they will be required to pay fees specified by the Institute. The
annual fees specified for these categories (all inclusive except food charges) are at different rates as follows (figures are in

Residential Requirement: The FPM of IIM Kozhikode is a full time programme and the participants are expected to stay
in the Campus throughout the programme. While the Institute’s clinic facility will be available to the participants and their
family members, if any, the participants are encouraged to take adequate medical insurance coverage (at their own cost)

Participation in Conferences: A Fellow participant will be given support for attending national/international conferences and
academic exchange visits to partner institutions, as per the FPM norms.

Career Support Activities: High performing Fellow participants are likely to get opportunities to visit partner institutions in
India or abroad. Such visits, if any, will be arranged in the third year or, in specific cases fourth year. Participants may be given
limited travel support for the exchange visits while course fees at partner institutions are likely to be waived as per mutual
arrangements.
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IIMK may also arrange placement opportunities for those who are about to complete the programme by submitting the
draft thesis for evaluation.

No participant will be permitted to avail of the placement services at the end of second year with the PGP Il students. However,
in the first year, the FPM students may use the placement services of the Institute for their Summer Placements required
during April-May of the first academic year.

The Indian Institute of Management, Lucknow, is one of the seven national level management institutes set up by the
Government of India.

To give a big boost to its international academic exchange programme, the Institute has established collaborative tie-ups
with 22 leading business schools in Australia, Europe and North America such as George Mason University (USA), McMaster
University- Michael G Degroote School of Business(Canada),ESCP-EAP European School of Management (France),Copenhagen
Business School (Denmark),ESSEC Business School (France), REIMS School of Business (France), European Business School (EBS
Germany), Leipzig School of Management (HHL Germany), ESADE Business School (Spain), Athens University of Economics
and Business (Greece), University of St. Gallen (Switzerland), Graduate School of Management, Univeriste Robert Schuman
(IECS France) Univeriste Catholique de Louvain (UCL Belgium) Toulouse Business School (Groupe ESC Toulouse France),
National University of Singapore, Bocconi University (Italy), Turku School of Economics (Finland), Brock University (Canada),
Jonkoping International Business School (JIBS Sweden), etc. A batch of students from IIML spends one full term in these
schools. Similarly, a batch of students from these schools spends one full term in [IM Lucknow.

The Institute takes pride in possessing a sound and rich intellectual capital base of books, papers in journals, working papers,
case materials, monographs and other such teaching cum training materials authored by the in-house faculty. The Institute’s
publication entitled Metamorphosis: A Journal for Business Leaders has been well received both by the academia as well as
the corporate world.

FACULTY

The Institute has drawn its faculty from among those who have expertise and experience in core as well as functional areas
of management. At present, the Institute has core faculty strength of 66. Apart from regular PGP teaching, faculty members
engage themselves in research, training and consulting. These activities facilitate two-way transfer of knowledge, through
continuous institute-industry interaction.

CAMPUS

The campus is spread over an area of 185 acres of lush green. The whole area is beautifully landscaped while maintaining
pristine nature that preserves its aesthetics.
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The campus has awell-equipped library,a modern computer centre,an automated programme office, class room block having
950 seats, fourteen furnished hostels with single-seated bachelor accommodation for 585 students, 48 suits for participants
of Fellow Programme in Management, a large student mess furnished with modern kitchen equipments, a medical centre,
guest house, open air courts for outdoor games like tennis, volley ball, basketball etc.,a sports complex for indoor games and
residential buildings and community centre for faculty and staff. The library block, computer centre, both gives facilities 24
hours, has automatic switchover to standby generator electric power to essential services and full electrical power needs of
PGP class rooms including its air-conditioning. All lecture halls of PGP Block are air-conditioned.

“Manthan’the Centre for Management Development Programmes has six air-conditioned seminar rooms and two executive
hostels having 128 single occupancy air-conditioned rooms and a dining hall furnished with sophisticated furniture and
equipments.

The campus also houses three banks, two ATMs (SBI and Axis Bank), a post office, telecom centre, a restaurant, Kendriya
Bhandar,Kendriya Vidyalaya and a general merchandise shop. A barber shop and a Nestle giant (for coffee and other eatables
etc.) are running in the campus. An Amul Product shop is being started from next academic session.

LIBRARY-The Learning Resource Centre

Gyanoday: Library- the learning resource centre acts as the main learning resource centre of the Institute and cater services
and facilities to meet the requirements of the Institute’s teaching, training, research and consultancy programmes. This
spacious 30,000 square feet two storied library is a repository of knowledge.

Library Collection

Over the period, there is geometric increase in the library infrastructure and resources; it now stocks a core collection of
over 70,000 select documents (in various forms) in the field of management and other related areas including about 5000
volumes of important reference sources. Besides currently subscribing to over 530 academic periodicals of national and
international repute, the library has developed a strong collection of 11,875 microfilms/ fiche of all the core periodicals in
microforms. The library also stocks a collection of about 1655 reports of select corporations of the country and 3114 other
important and similar documents. Library also has a strong collection of 541 audio-visual (AV) materials in various formats.

COMPUTER CENTRE

The Computer Centre is housed in a spacious 15,000 sq. ft., two floored, air conditioned, centrally located and functionally
designed building and is equipped with the state-of-the-art computing resources to cater to the needs of the academic
as well as the administrative activities of the Institute , open for round o’clock. The infrastructure at IIML Computer Centre
includes a fiber optic backbone based campus-wide network connecting machines on heterogeneous platforms with several
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servers and high speed bandwidth of 11Mbps leased line circuit. The network provides accessibility of 1400 physical nodes
to each of these servers for sharing different resources. Moreover the Institute has also created several Wi-Fi hotspots across
the campus available to all mobile users.

The hardware resources of the Institute include Server clusters, SAN storage, computers (from Pentium to Xeon), heavy duty
printers and scanners. The software resources include a wide variety of word processing packages, spread sheets, databases,
case tools, expert systems, high level programming language compilers, visual programming software, statistical, modeling
or OR packages and Industrial Databases. 24*7 IT support through a central helpdesk is also available from Computer
Center.

POST-GRADUATE PROGRAMME IN MANAGEMENT (PGP)

The two-year PGP is a full-time residential course for graduates from all disciplines. This programme trains young men and
women for careers in management in public and private sectors.

The objective of the programme is to enable the participants to:

a) Understand the socio-economic, political, technological, and ecological environment of modern societies and their
characteristic values;

b) Acquire the state-of-the-art knowledge and skills in the basic disciplines and functional areas of management;

C) Develop analytical and innovative attitudes and skills to facilitate changes and increase the effectiveness and efficiency
of organizational systems; and

d) Develop values and proactive attitudes for societal well being.

Eligibility

The candidate should be eligible to appear for CAT as detailed in the CAT-2008 bulletin. A candidate who is appearing for
the final year of bachelor’s degree/equivalent qualification, if selected, will be allowed to join the Programme provisionally
only if he/she submits a certificate latest by June 30, 2009 from the Principal/Registrar of his/her college/institute (issued
on or before June 30, 2009) stating that the candidate has completed all the requirements (the results may, however, be
awaited) for obtaining the bachelor’s degree/equivalent qualification on the date of issue of the certificate. The admission
will be confirmed only when the candidate submits the mark sheet and a certificate of having passed the bachelor’s degree/
equivalent qualification referred to the certificate issued by the Principal/Registrar with at least 50% marks (45% in case
of candidates belonging to SC/ST/PWD category). The deadline for submission of the mark sheet and the certificate is
December 31, 2009. Non-fulfillment of this condition will automatically result in the provisional admission. IIML will not
allow any candidate to join their programme in case the candidate is unable to complete all the requirements for a bachelor
degree on or before June 30,2009. The IIML will also not offer admission to any candidate after June 30, 20009.

Curriculum

The first year’s academic work, spread over three terms, consists of a compulsory package of about 24 foundation and
core courses designed to provide basic knowledge of concepts and theories in functional areas of management such
as communication, economics, finance & accounting, human resources, information systems, marketing, production &
operations management,and quantitative analysis.

The two-month compulsory Summer Training in industrial and business organizations follows the first year course work.
The summer training is aimed at providing exposure to the real life-working environment. Students are required to work on
specific, time-bound organization-related assignments.

The second year courses, spread over three terms, consist mostly of electives and provide the students with an opportunity
to develop an in-depth understanding and concentration in a few functional areas of management, of interest to them. In
addition to these electives, students can customize their course work in their areas of interest by choosing to do up to two
courses equivalent of credits on a Dissertation or course of independent study under the guidance of the faculty. All the
second year courses except for Strategic Management and Business Environment are electives.

Diploma

Graduates are awarded the “Post-Graduate Diploma in Management” by the Indian Institute of Management Lucknow
Society.
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POST-GRADUATE PROGRAMME IN AGRI-BUSINESS MANAGEMENT (PGP-ABM)

The two-year PGP-ABM is a full-time residential course designed with the objective of developing agribusiness leaders,
entrepreneurs and intrapreneurs with a vision, competence and appropriate attitude for promoting agribusiness and agro-
based enterprises.

OBJECTIVES

The programme has been designed to enable the learners to

1 Understand dynamics and complexities of the field of agri-business in the emerging global context.

1 Acquire professional skills in using appropriate management tools and techniques in the context of agri-business;
and

1 Strive for excellence, commitment with positive attitude to work with the farmers towards their economic
upliftment.

Eligibility

Candidates should have any of the following qualifications:

(@ ABachelor’s degree in Agriculture Science / Agricultural Engineering or allied subjects with at least 50% marks (45% in
case of SC/ST/PWD category) or equivalent CGPA from any of the Universities incorporated by an act of the Central or
State legislature in India or other educational institutions established by an act of Parliament or declared to be deemed
as a University under Section 3 of UGC Act, 1956, or possess an equivalent qualification recognized by the Ministry of
HRD, Government of India. The Bachelor’s Degree or equivalent qualification obtained by the candidate must entail a
minimum of three years of education after completing Higher Secondary schooling (10+2) or equivalent.

OR

(b)  The candidate must hold a Bachelor’'s degree with at least 50% marks (45% in case of SC/ST/PWD category) or
equivalent CGPA of any of the Universities incorporated by an Act of the Central or State legislature in India or other
education institutions established by an act of Parliament or declared to be deemed as a University under Section
3 of UGC Act, 1956, or possess an equivalent qualification recognized by the Ministry of HRD, Government of India.
The Bachelor’s degree or equivalent qualification obtained by the candidate must entail a minimum of three years of
education after completing Higher Secondary schooling or equivalent with at least two years experience or strong
interest in the field of Agriculture or allied sector.

Such candidates (eligible under criteria-b given above) must submit a special form available with the Admission
Office, IIM, Lucknow. This form can also be downloaded from the IIML website http://www.iiml.ac.in. This form should
be directly submitted to the Admission Office, Indian Institute of Management, Prabandh Nagar, Off Sitapur Road, Lucknow-
226013 by September 19, 2008.

Candidates in their final year Bachelor’s degree programme can also apply. However, if selected, they will be allowed to join
the programme only if they complete their examinations, practical, viva voce, and all other requirements for obtaining the
degree before 30 June 2009 and produce a certificate to this effect from Principal/Registrar of the college/Institute at the
time of registration. There will be no relaxation on the deadline under any circumstances.

Foundation Course

All students admitted to PGP-ABM programme will have to join a remedial course in first week of June, 2009. However,
waiver may be granted in case of clashes with final examination. Students with non-agriculture background will be required
to attend a four weeks Foundation Course in Agriculture and allied subjects. This intensive course will focus on providing
theoretical as well as practical orientation to the students in the field of Agriculture and allied sectors.

Curriculum

The programme is designed to provide a thorough foundation in management tools and techniques, while at the same time
offering the students an opportunity to focus on agriculture sector.
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The programme is organized in three mutually supportive segments — classrooms, field based learning and summer training.
During the field work, the students get a perspective of issues and opportunities confronting the agri-business sector; while
the summer training segment provides the students hand-on experience of working in agro-based organization.

Diploma

Graduates are awarded the “Post-Graduate Diploma in Agri-business Management” by the Indian Institute of Management
Lucknow Society.

Information Common to PGP and PGP-ABM
Selection

Selection process of candidates to these programmes involve two stages. In the first stage, candidates to be called in for
group discussion and/or personal interview are shortlisted from among those who have taken CAT-2008 and applied to the
programmes of [IML. The minimum CAT-2008 percentile requirements for shortlisting various categories of candidates for
group discussion and personal interview at IIML will be published through the ‘2009 PGP Admissions Policy Document of
[IML’ by 31st October 2008.

In the second stage, candidates to be admitted to the programmes are selected from among those who have attended the
group discussion and/or personal interview. For preparing the final admission offer list, inputs such as past academic record,
performance in CAT-2008, written ability test, group discussion and/or personal interview, extra-curricular activities, and
work experience profile are taken into consideration by the Institute.

Reservations

As per the Government of India requirements 15% and 7.5% of the seats are reserved for Scheduled Caste and Scheduled
Tribe candidates who fulfill IIML's admission requirements. The reservation for the socially and educationally backward
classes (OBCs) category candidates will be as per the O.M. No. 1-1/2005-U.1.A/847, dated 20.4.2008 of Department of Higher
Education, Ministry of Human Resource Development (MHRD), Government of India. The reservation for other categories,
if any, will be as per the Govt. of India notification and shall reflect in the CAT advertisement. 3% seats are reserved for
candidates with disabilities as per the Persons With Disabilities Act, 1995 who meet the IIML’s admission requirements.

Teaching Methodology

The basket of teaching methods employed includes lectures, case discussions, exercises, seminars, role plays, management
games, project work, audio-visual aids,and computer-based learning tools.

System of Evaluation

A 10-point letter grade scale from A+ (10 points) to F (O point) is used in each course. Performance is judged by the cumulative
grade point average (CGPA) earned by a student at the end of each term.

Expenses

Yearly expenses on tuition, computer use, room rent, teaching material and other fees for the academic year 2008-09 has
been approximately of Rs. 2,63,500/- per year.This is likely to be revised for the academic year 2009-10.The personal expenses
on travel, clothes, laundry etc. will be extra.

Financial Assistance / Scholarships

The objective of the Institute’s Financial Assistance Schemes is to provide adequate financial aid opportunities, so that no
student is prevented from pursuing the programme due to financial constraints.

The Institute provides scholarships to needy PGP students whose gross family income does not exceed Rs.2,00,000/- per
annum subject to producing proof of income and meeting other criteria. The gross family income will comprise annual
gross income of parents, self and spouse. In the first year, students whose gross family income is below Rs. 1,50,000/- will
receive financial assistance to the full extent of the tuition fee component. For students with gross family income between
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Rs.1,50,000/- and Rs. 2,00,000/- per annum, the extent of assistance will be determined on a case by case basis, and will be
some portion of the tuition fee component.

There are several industry sponsored scholarships available which are awarded at the end of each academic year
based on merit and donor’s selection procedure. The value of these scholarships presently ranges from
Rs.6,000/- to Rs.1,35,000/- per annum. The benefactors are: Aditya Birla Group, Apeejay Trust, Central Bank of India, GE
Fund, and Sir Ratan Tata Trust.

SC/ST Scholarships

All SC/ST students at IIML are eligible for the Government of India SC/ST Scholarships of Rs.1500/- per annum.

PLACEMENT

The Institute’s Recruitment Cell makes every effort to match students’career aspirations and the organizations' requirements.
The Institute has been continuously maintaining its track record of 100% placement for its students in the best of the
companies in the country and abroad.

Theindustry has always sought and utilized the intellectual capital of IIM Lucknow by participating in the Institute’s placement
programme.lIM Lucknow continued to attract the best organizations, primarily from the corporate sector.These organizations
span awide range of sectors of the economy with positions in all areas of management such as Consulting,Banking & Finance,
Sales & Marketing, Operations, Information Technology, Human Resource Management, General Management and Food &
Agri Business Management. The Placement Process during the year 2008 saw all students being placed. 101 companies has
participated in Placement 2008, and offered 596 jobs for 256 students.

STUDENTS’ ACTIVITIES

A wide range of activities are available to the students for co-curricular and extra-curricular activities. The elected Student
Council, under the overall guidance of Chairperson, Student Affairs, oversees and coordinates the academic, professional,
financial, mess, cultural and sports activities of the student community. Special Interest Groups (SIGs) such as PRISM
(Marketing), SIGFI (Finance — publishing MUDRA), OIG (Operations) and INFINITI (Information Systems) foster professional
development. Major activities organized every year by the students include INDEX, the annual Marketing Information Fair;
MANFEST, the annual management festival; NOSTALGIA, the annual alumni meet; INNOVISION, the national management
paper writing competition; and the Industry Interaction series. Editorial Board (OCULUS) of the student body brings out
several publications such as lIMprints, First Step, L'essence and Niche.

Industry Interaction

The industry gives maximum emphasis on application orientation, in core as well as functional courses. This is reinforced
through guest lectures on topics related to different facets of management by practicing managers, consultants and other
experts. This activity is organized by the Industry Interaction Forum,comprising students and faculty representatives.

HOW TO APPLY

Candidates applying for CAT are eligible to apply for PGP and PGP-ABM of IIM Lucknow.The application fee is already included
in the cost of CAT-2008 Bulletin, and no additional fee is to be paid for applying to IIM Lucknow. Candidates applying to IIM
Lucknow must darken the appropriate oval on the CAT-2008 Application Form.

FELLOW PROGRAM IN MANAGEMENT
Obijectives

The objective of the Fellow Programme in Management (FPM), a Doctoral level programme, is to train and develop scholars
for distinguished careers in teaching, training, research and consulting in the field of management.

Structure of the Programme

FPM is a full-time residential programme. Students are expected to complete the programme in four years. However, under
special circumstances extension of two more years may be granted. The students spent their first two years for course work
and the last two years for research and thesis preparation. However, management teachers and working executives have
option to choose a flexible time frame to complete the first two years’ course work. They are allowed to complete the course
work in four time slots of July-Dec/Jan-June within a total span of four years. Moreover, certain relaxations on the two years
residential requirement for thesis work are also considered on the basis of merit of the case. However, they are required to
complete all the requirements of Fellow Programme within six years from the date of registration. Campus hostel facility is
available for stay of married students with their immediate family (spouse and children).

The following features have been incorporated while structuring the programme.

1 The programme aims to provide an integrated view of management as a discipline while allowing a student to focus
on the specific functional area of his/her choice.

2. Inter disciplinary research with a focus on problem solving is particularly encouraged.

3. Students are expected to contribute to the existing state of knowledge through continuous self-learning and research
under the guidance and supervision of the faculty.

4. Students are provided an opportunity to attend one international conference and up to four domestic conferences.

The programme has the following components.

a) Mandatory course work

b) Comprehensive Examination

C) Formulation of thesis proposal for Doctoral level research
d) Thesis preparation, Submission and Defense

Areas of Specialization

The selected candidates can choose any one of the following areas of specialization: (a) Decision Sciences (Statistics/
Operations Research), (b) Economics and Business Environment, (c) Finance and Accounting, (d) Human Resource
Management, (d) Information Technology and Systems, (f) Marketing Management, (g) Operations Management, and (h)
Strategic Management

Eligibility

The candidates for the programme must have one of the following qualifications obtained from any of the universities
incorporated by an act of the central or state legislature in India or other educational institutions established by an act of
parliament or declared to be deemed as a university under section 3 of UGC Act, 1956, or possess an equivalent qualification
recognized by the Ministry of HRD, Government of India, or an equivalent qualification from an institution approved by
AICTE. A Masters’ degree or its equivalent in any discipline with minimum 55% aggregate marks OR a Bachelors Degree in
Engineering with 60% marks or equivalent grade point average OR any professional qualifications such as CA, ICWA and
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CS with a minimum 55% aggregate marks. In addition, all the candidates must have secured a minimum of 55 % marks
in all their public examinations starting with the secondary level. Work experience in industry or academics, though not
mandatory, will be given due credit in the selection process.

Those who are appearing for their final year examination in the current academic year may also apply. However, their
admission to the programme will be provisional subject to their successful completion of all requirements for obtaining the
relevant degree before 30 June 2009.

Age Limit

Candidates must not be more than 45 years of age as on 30th June 2009.

Selection Process

Candidates who fulfill the eligibility criteria stated above are required to take Common Admission Test (CAT) held by the I[IMs.
Alternatively, those who have qualified any one of the public examinations such as GATE, GRE, GMAT and JRF (UGC/CSIR) can
also apply in the relevant area of specialization. Scores of any of these examinations including CAT taken during the last two
years (i.e., on or after 01 July, 2007) will be considered valid. Candidates who have already obtained a two-year PGDM from
any of the [IMs with a minimum CGPA of 6.0 on a 10 point scale are exempted from this requirement, and can apply directly
through the prescribed Application Form. Such applicants are also eligible to get a waiver of the first year course work and
can directly join the second year of the programme.

Financial Support

All resident Indian students admitted to the programme are provided with fellowship and contingency allowance for a
period of four years. The fellowship stipend is Rs. 15,000 per month during | and Il year and Rs. 17,000 per month subject to
completion of comprehensive examination in lll year and submission of thesis proposal in IV year. Additional stipend is also
available during Ill and IV year of the programme for those who perform academic duties such as teaching and/or grading.
Those who are exempted from first year course work and are admitted directly in the second year of the programme would
be eligible to get stipend only for three years.

A complete package of contingency grants is provided to all FPM students. The package has the following components.

1 A contingency grant of Rs. 10,000 per annum in | and Il year, and Rs. 15,000 per annum during lll and IV year of the
programme. This grant will be available for purchase of books, stationery, computer hardware/software and travel
related to thesis work.

2. A one time computer purchase grant of Rs. 50,000, which may be availed before the end of course work.

3. A domestic conference travel grant of Rs. 10,000 each in [l and IV year.

4, A one time international conference travel grant of up to Rs. 75,000 which can be availed after submitting the thesis
proposal.

5. A Doctoral Consortium travel grant of Rs. 10,000 in Il and IV year to attend the proposed annual inter-1IM Doctoral
Consortium.

6. Reimbursement of annual membership fee (student rates) of one national and one international professional society
during llland IV year.

7. Reimbursement of travel expenses for case-writing and field research during lll and IV year, subject to a maximum of
Rs.50,000.

8. An additional national conference grant of Rs. 10,000 each during lll and IV year for those scoring a CGPA of 7.00 and
above.

The Institute also provides certain additional facilities for married students whose families are residing on campus. This
includes

1 Reimbursement of family health insurance premium.
2. School transport facility for children to those schools already covered by the Institute’s school transport system.

In addition to these, they are exempted from fees, provided with free lodging facilities. Final year students who fulfill the
minimum CGPA requirement are eligible to apply for the Bharti Foundation Scholarship of Rs. 4 Lacs. NRIs and foreign
candidates will be required to bear all the expenses including the tuition fee.
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How to Apply

The FPM application form can be downloaded from the website http://www.iiml.ac.in from 1 August, 2008. A
candidate is eligible to submit applications to a maximum of two areas. In such cases, two copies of the application
form, one for each area, with all supporting documents may be sent together. Completed application forms along
with a draft of Rs. 500/- drawn in favour of 1IM Lucknow payable at Lucknow should be sent to the following address.
The application form can also be obtained from the office on request. Such requests along with a draft of Rs. 500/-
must reach the following address on or before 31 January, 2009.

The Institute

The Rajiv Gandhi Indian Institute of Management Shillong (RGIIM-S) is the Seventh IIM to be set up by the Government of
India. Located in the picturesque city of Shillong, the capital of the state of Meghalaya, the Institute commenced its academic
session in 2008 with an intake of 60 students.

The Institute’s present campus is located at the Mayurbhanj Complex, Nongthymmai, Shillong. Work will soon commence on
a 120 acre site for the permanent campus.

Programmes and Activities

The flagship programme of RGIIM-S is the two-year Post Graduate Diploma in Management (PGDM). In addition, the Institute
offers Management Development Programmes (MDPs), Research and Consultancy.

Faculty

The faculty at RGIIM-S is an eclectic mix of academicians and industry experts. The Institute tries to provide a breeding
ground for developing new thoughts and techniques in management by inviting eminent academician and researchers
from abroad on sabbatical.

Post Graduate Programme in Management

The two-year Post Graduate Programme in Management (PGP) is a full-time residential programme for graduates. The
programme is designed to prepare managers to meet the management challenges of the 21st Century. The intake for the
2009-11 academic session is 60.

Eligibility

The candidate should be eligible to appear for CAT-2008 as detailed on page no.VI of this bulletin. (common for all [IMs)

Selection

Candidates to the RGIIM-S PGDM programme are selected based on their performance in the Common Admission Test (CAT),
Academic Record, Work Experience and performance in Group Discussion and Personal Interviews.

The Institute, as a policy, takes students from diverse academic and professional background to provide a platform for cross-
fertilization of knowledge.
Reserved Seats

As per the Government of India rules, the Institute provides reservation of 15% for Scheduled Castes (SC) and 7.5% for
Scheduled Tribes (ST). In addition, 3% seats are reserved for persons with Disability (PWD) comprising low-vision/blindness,
hearing impairment and locomotor disability/cerebral palsy. Reservation of seats for Other Backward Classes (OBC) is subject
to Government notification.
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Curriculum

The RGIIM PGDM program is structured towards providing individuals with an opportunity to learn time tested management
principles as well as current best practices. It also provides an exposure to best practices through active interaction with
industry professionals.The program is structured around some core compulsory courses supplemented by electives in major
areas of functional concentration. A unique aspect of this program structure is the ‘free standing’ courses which provides
students an exposure to liberal arts and education. In addition the Institute provides tailored courses on industry sectors to
provide a first hand exposure into industry dynamics. These courses are capped by a number of capstone courses which help
students to appreciate and develop a general management perspective of organizations.

Each academic year is divided into three terms of approximately three months each. Students who fulfil all the course
requirements with minimum passing grade are promoted to the second year. Students undergo a two-month compulsory
company internship after the completion of their first year of study.

The second year courses comprises of elective courses designed to appeal to students wishing to develop functional expertise
in their area of choice. In addition to the normal project assignment as a part of individual courses, students are required to
take an individual comprehensive research project in the second year.

The Institute is in the process of establishing exchange program with reputed Institutes/Universities around in the world. The
exchange program will supplement local knowledge in creating an all-round individual personality who would be able work
/compete effectively in all cultural and business environments.

Core Courses: The core courses are the compulsory courses offered in the first year of study. These courses are
spread over three terms and covers the following areas of Management-: Economics, Business Mathematics and
Statistics, Marketing & Consumption, Finance & Accounting, Behavioral Sciences, Human Resources Management,
Information Technology, Production and Operations Management and Strategy.

The compulsory courses serve as a building block for further enquiry into similar

and related areas of management. Students are expected to specialize in certain functional courses. They are
expected to firm up their choices after consultation with their faculty mentor before they commit to second year
COUrses.

Elective Courses (Major Area of Concentration): The elective courses are mainly offered in the second year of study
and designed to offer students an option to specialize in an area of their functional interest. These elective courses
serve as a foundation for developing niche expertise, either at a functional or industry level. RGIIM students are
expected to graduate from the Institute with expert functional knowledge.

Free Standing Courses: In addition, students can opt for free standing non-credit courses based on their personal
interest. Although free standing courses are not compulsory, it is expected that students undertake such courses
which are used in their 360° assessment.

Sectoral Courses: In the last term of their study, students can opt for industry focused courses which provide expert
knowledge on the chosen industry. These courses are normally designed by industry practitioners along with
Institute’s faculty.

Capstone Courses: The Institute offers a compulsory capstone courses which provides an integrative view of
business management. These capstone courses are either of general management nature or courses on industry
sector.

Method of Instruction

The Institute uses the case method of teaching as an important pedagogical tool. This is supplemented by seminar style

discussions, presentation sessions and experiential exercises.

Fees

The annual expenses for the year 2008-09 on tuition, library, computing facilities , books and course materials, examination
fees and hostel room charges is Rs. 1,90,000/- in the first year. This is subject to change and will be notified accordingly.

Expenses on food, travel, clothing, laundry, electricity charges, Mediclaim Policy premium, Students Welfare Activities etc.
constitute an additional expenditure and is charged on actuals.

Financial Assistance

To make sure that no student is denied an opportunity to pursue the post Graduate Programme in Management, RGIIM-S
provides need-based scholarship to students belonging to economically disadvantaged families. The Institute also assists
students in getting educational loans from financial Institutions. In addition, the Institute provides Institutional Merit
scholarships.
